To Convert Video

The videos you wish to play on your MP4 player must first be run through
a tool to make them compatible foplayback. The AVI ConverteiO2will

need to be installed from the MP4 players section of the software CD
supplied. You will also need DivX installed on your PC which comes with
the XviD codec which is what your MP4 player uses and therefore your PC
needs in order to convert video for it. DivX may be on the supplied CD, if
not please visitvww.divx.comto download the latest copy. During DivX
installation, Make sure you click NO on the option to install with Firefox
and Google Toolbar as this has nothing to do with MP4 conversion and
will only slow your PC down.

Run the AVConverter which may have placed an icon on the desktop
otherwise can be found at StaRrogramsAVIConverter.
